COVID-19 and State Response
Due to the impact of COVID-19 on the State of Ohio, the
DeWine Administration and Ohio Legislature have been
active throughout the Spring and Summer months
identifying timely and comprehensive policy initiatives to
address Ohio’s public health, safety, and welfare.

These initiatives include the release of CARES Act
Federal Funding to local governments, expanding civil
immunity to all Ohio entities, including schools, nonprofit
and for-profit entities, governmental entities, churches,
colleges, and universities, and changes to the Ohio
education system and student graduation for the
2019-2020 school year. The Governor and state agencies
are continuing to monitor the health data in order to
adequately and safely address the reopening of schools
and businesses with the primary focus being the safety of
all Ohioans.

House Speakership Change
In the midst of continued legislative sessions, former Ohio
Speaker Larry Householder and four allies were indicted in
July on charges of a federal racketeering conspiracy
involving approximately $60 million to pass and maintain a
billion-dollar nuclear plant bailout.

The subsequent removal of Householder from the
Speaker post by a unanimous Ohio House vote eventually
led to current Speaker Bob Cupp being elected to lead the
Chamber through the end of the year. Speaker Cupp has a
long history of public service formerly serving as an Ohio
Supreme Court Justice from 2007 to 2013 and four terms in
the Ohio Senate from 1985 to 2000. Prior to his State
service, Speaker Cupp served as Lima’s City Prosecutor,
Allen County Commissioner, and a Court-of-Appeals
Judge. He is eligible for another two-year term beginning
2021.

Election and Lame Duck Session
Legislative session schedules have slowed as members
prepare for the November 3rd General Election. All 99 Ohio
House seats and 16 Ohio Senate seats are up for election
this year. The Ohio House will have open seat elections in
19 races while the Ohio Senate will have open seat
elections in 5 races.

The Ohio Legislature initially lost several months of
session-time to pass priority legislation due to concerns
over the safety and welfare of members and staff amid the
pandemic. While legislative priorities may include energy
policy reform, identifying a new school funding formula,
sports wagering, and criminal sentencing reform, the path
forward contains numerous post-election variables that
could alter these efforts.  Following the November 3rd
election, the Legislature will have nearly two months to
finalize legislative initiatives before the new General
Assembly begins in January 2021.

It is that time of the year that we need to look at our
current health care coverage and decide if we need to make
any adjustments for 2021. Medicare open enroliment is
October 15-December 7, and, pre-Medicare enrollment is
November 1-December 15. You should receive a notification
from your current plan choice regarding any anticipated
premium changes or plan amendments. It is a good time to
log onto your Aon website, https://retiree.aon.com/op-f, and
update your information regarding your providers,
prescriptions and coverage needs to determine your top
choices for 2021. If you are satisfied with your current
medical and prescription plans, you need to do nothing. Your
current plans will continue into the new year. Remember, if
you choose to change your coverage to a new plan next
year, your choice needs to be made through Aon in order to
continue to qualify for the stipend from OP&F. In the event
that you do make a change in coverage, you may have to
visit the website to amend the amount you receive each
month from your HRA. Stipend amounts for 2021 are
expected to remain the same for the coming year and will be
attributed to your account for use beginning on January 1st.

Normally, you have until March 31st to submit receipts
from the previous year to draw from your stipend amount.
The date has been extended this year to submit bills for 2019
until December 31st. If you still had a balance in your account
for 2019, you still have time to draw on that balance. | have
not heard any announcement for that date change to apply to
health care expenses for 2020. That date is still March 31st.

Aon is also hosting webinars for retirees who will become
eligible for Medicare during the next six months. The
webinars are scheduled on a monthly basis. The instructions
for participating in a webinar and the scheduled dates are
listed on the Fund’s website, www.op-f.org, under the
“Retired Members” tab and the link to “Health Care.”

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The 1st Quarter 2020 Health Care Stabilization Fund
report is the most recent available at the time of this article.
Similar to the Fund’s portfolio value early this year, the
HCSF fund balance was similarly affected. As of the end of
March 2020, the balance was $738 Million which was
substantially lower than the projected first quarter balance
of $874 Million. The 2nd Quarter report is due to be
presented at the board meeting later this month. The
actuarial report for January 1, 2020 showed that the HCSF
was projected to remain solvent until 2038, an additional 6
years from the January 1, 2019 report. The Fund’s portfolio
balance stood at $15.5 Billion as of September 29th,

The re-scheduled trustee election is approaching soon.
Three trustee positions are on tap this year. Respective
groups should be receiving ballots later this month and
need to be returned by December 1st in order to be
counted. There are two candidates for the “Retired Police
Officer” trustee, Michael Tenore and Mark Drum. Please
see their personally written articles elsewhere in this
newsletter listing their credentials. Please take the time to
vote for the candidate of your choice and return your ballot
in a timely manner.
